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Chapter 1

Did everything that exists just happened
out of nothing, not even a vapor?

The Hubble Constant (a factor used by
some scientists to measure (estimate)
supposed expansion of the universe) has
hovered around 50, which implies that the
universe is about 20 billion years old. * In
1999 the Hubble Space Telescope (HST)
estimated that there were 125 billion
galaxies in the universe, and recently with
the new camera HST has observed 3,000
visible galaxies, which is twice as much as
were previously observed with the old
camera. 2 Even though we cannot actually
count the number of stars in the galaxy, we
can estimate the number of stars in the
galaxy as roughly 100 billion
(100,000,000,000). 3 The sun is just an
ordinary star. Its energy makes all life and
surface processes possible. Minor changes
in its energy output can have a major
impact on the earth. 4 Our earth is one of
eight planets and a large number of smaller
objects orbiting the Sun. ®

Does it appear possible that something so
large and complex and so perfectly
integrated could just happen and be formed
from nothing?

The Bible states “In the beginning God
(‘elohiym-plural - divine ones) ° created the
heavens and the earth and ... mankind,
male and female” (Genesis 1:1 ... 28). But
man was created in God’s likeness “in our
image and in our likeness” thus they were
different from all other creation.

s6lamente una estrella ordinaria. Su energia hace posible toda la
vida y los precesos sobre la superficie. Cambios menores en su
produccién de energia podria tener grandes impactos sobre la

tierra. * Nuestra tierra es uno de ocho planetas y un gran nimero

de objetos orbitando el sol. * ¢Parece posible que algo tan grande
y complejo y tan perfectamente integrado pueda suceder y ser
formado de la nada?

La Biblia afirma “En el principio cred Dios los cielos y la tierra...
hombre y mujer.” (Génesis 1: 1,28) Per6 el hombre fué creado en
la semejanza de Dios “a nuestra imagen y semejanza.” El era
diferente a toda otra creacion. ¢Alguna vez se pregunto acerca de
la imagen o el aspecto de Dios? Nosotros aprendemos de la Biblia
que Dios es amor, verdad, fiel, misericordioso, justo, paz, santo,
correcto, y capaz de tomar decisiones. ;COomo es posible para que
una mente que razona cordine las complejidades de la vista,
sonido, olor, sabor y tacto sin algun minucioso, plan detallado y
disefio?

¢ Es mas facil creer que tal complejo desarrollo ocurrié por
disefio o por accidente?
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How could by accident or by a non-
intelligent being coordinate the
complexities of sight, sound, smell, taste
and touch without some minute detailed
planning and design? Have you ever
wondered about God’s image or likeness?
We learn in the Bible that God is love,
truth, faithful, merciful, just, peace, holy,
righteous and able to decide or make
choices.

Is it easier to believe such complex
universe occurred by design or to believe
everything just happened by chance
without plan or design?

Chapter 2
Is the Bible is God’s message to man?

“In the beginning was the Word, and the
Word was with God, and the Word was
God. He was with God in the beginning.”
(John 1:1-2 NIV)

The Jews referred to the law, the prophets
and the psalms as the scripture.

“And it shall be, when he sitteth upon the
throne of his kingdom, that he shall write
him a copy of this law in a book, out of that
which is before the priests the Levites: and
it shall be with him, and he shall read
therein all the days of his life; that he may
learn to fear Jehovah his God, to keep all
the words of this law and these statutes, to
do them.” (Deuteronomy 17:17-18 ASV)

“And he said unto them, ‘These are my
words which | spake unto you, while | was
yet with you, that all things must needs be
fulfilled, which are written in the law of
Moses, and the prophets, and the psalms,
concerning me.”” (Luke 24:44 - ASV)
“Above all, you must understand that no
prophecy of Scripture came about by the
prophet's own interpretation. For prophecy
never had its origin in the will of man, but
men spoke from God as they were carried
along by the Holy Spirit” (2 Peter 1:20-21
NIV).

Me ha enviado a proclamar libertad a
los cautivosy dar vista a los ciegos, a poner en libertad a los

Todos
los que estaban en la sinagoga lo miraban detenidamente, y él

enteramente capacitado para toda buena obra.” (2 Timoteo 3:16-
17) “Ante todo, tengan muy presente que ninguna profecia de la
Escritura surge de la interpretacion particular de nadie. Porque la
profecia no ha tenido su origen en la voluntad humana, sino que
los profetas hablaron de parte de Dios, impulsados por el Espiritu
Santo.” (2 Pedro 1:20-21) “En el principio ya existia el Verbo, y
el Verbo estaba con Dios, y el Verbo era Dios. El estaba con Dios
en el principio.” De lo presentado se puede concluir que la Biblia
es inspirada Palabra de Dios.

¢Previene Dios al hombre de pecar? ¢Es el hombre forzado a pecar
por Satanas sin que él pueda hacer algo para detenerlo?

La respuesta a estas preguntas pueden ser encontradas en el
estudio de Adan y Eva en el tercer capitulo de Génesis.

Encargarse del jardin del Edén no era lo Unico que Dios requirio
de Adan. Dios los instruy6, encomendo, que no comieran del arbol
del conocimiento del bien y del mal. “Puedes comer de todos los
arboles del jardin, pero del arbol del conocimiento del bien y del
mal no deberas comer. El dia que de él comas, ciertamente




Paul stated “All Scripture is God-breathed
linspired (ASV)] and is useful for teaching,
rebuking, correcting and training in
righteousness, so that the man of God may
be thoroughly equipped for every good
work.” (2 Timothy 3:16-17 NIV)

“He [Jesus] went to Nazareth, where he
had been brought up, and on the Sabbath
day he went into the synagogue, as was his
custom. And he stood up to read. The
scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to
him. Unrolling it, he found the place where
it is written: ‘The Spirit of the Lord is on
me, because he has anointed me to preach
good news to the poor. He has sent me to
proclaim freedom for the prisoners and
recovery of sight for the blind, to release
the oppressed, to proclaim the year of the
Lord's favor.’ (Isaiah 61:1-2) Then he
rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the
attendant and sat down. The eyes of
everyone in the synagogue were fastened
on him, and he began by saying to them,
‘Today this scripture is fulfilled in your
hearing.”” (Luke 4:16-21 NIV)

It should be obvious from the above
scriptures that God speaks to man through
His inspired Word, the Bible?

Chapter 3
Who controls man’s actions?

Does God prevent man from sinning? Or,
does Satan force man to sin?

The answer to these questions can be found
in the study of Adam and Eve in the third
chapter of Genesis.

God placed man, Adam and Eve, in Eden
(paradise). He then put him to work
instructing him to tend (take care of, dress)
and keep it. Just think, at this moment in
man’s life, he was in the perfect place and
in a perfect relationship with God, his
creator. Remember man was made in
God’s image, likeness not His exact nature.
Taking care of the Garden of Eden was not
the only thing God required of Adam. God

Luego,
cuando el deseo ha concebido, engendra el pecado; y el pecado,
una vez que ha sido consumado, da a luz la muerte.” (Santiago
1:13-15) Santiago estaba en lo correcto. El pecado de Adany Eva
los llevo a la muerte justo como Dios les dijo cuando les mando
no comer del fruto del bien y del mal.

Asi que miraron al fruto del arbol del conocimiento del bien y del
mal, quisieron volverse tan sabios como Dios y supieron lo que
Dios les habia mandado. Su decision fué “;Debemos comer del
fruto o no?” (Fueron creados con la habilidad de tomar
decisiones? ¢ De quien es la decision? ¢ Los forz6 Satanas a comer?
¢Los privo Dios de comer el fruto?

Ellos cedieron ante su deseo de ser tan sabios como Dios. jSe
rebelaron contra Dios al no rendir honor a su mandato! jEllos
pecaron! Esto rompi0 esa relacion perfecta con el eterno amoroso
y misericordioso Dios. Las consecuencias fueron severas pero
justas. Su culpa era pesada y no habia nada que puedieran hacer
para ganar un retorno a esa relacion. Dios da una pista de algo que
plane6 que ocurriera en el futuro, algo que pueda permitir al
hombre retornar a aquella relacion con Dios. “Pondré enemistad
entre ta y la mujer, y entre tu simiente y la de ella; su simiente te
aplastara la cabeza, pero tu le morderas el talon.” (Génesis 3:15)

4. Dios se enoja con la maldad del hombre.

Los afios pasaron y la relacion del hombre con Dios empeoro. Es
mas, se volvio intolerable. “Al ver el Sefior que la maldad del ser




instructed, commanded, Adam and Eve not
to eat of the tree of the knowledge of good
and evil. “You are free to eat from any tree
in the garden. But you must never eat from
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil
because when you eat from it, you will
certainly die." (Genesis 2:16-17 GWT)

“God blessed these humans by saying to
them, ‘Be fruitful, multiply, fill the earth,
and subdue it! Be masters over the fish in
the ocean, the birds that fly, and every
living thing that crawls on the earth!””
(Genesis 1:28 I1SV)

If God had made man without the ability to
make decisions, He would not have given
him instruction requiring him to make the
choices, not to eat of the fruit of the tree, to
“Be fruitful, multiply, fill the earth, and
subdue” or to tend the Garden of Eden.

Now Adam and Eve may have looked at
the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of
good and evil many times. It was not a sin
to look at the tree. But they looked upon
the tree differently when Satan, the
deceiver, in the form of a serpent asked
“Did God really say, "You must not eat
from any tree in the garden'?” ... “For God
knows that when you eat of it your eyes
will be opened, and you will be like God,
knowing good and evil” (Genesis 3). This
time when they looked it was with the
desire to become as wise as God. Notice
God did not tempt them neither did He
prevent them from desiring to be wise. In
fact, it was all up to them. They had a
choice. They could have said “I will not
eat.” But they chose to satisfy their desire
to try to be as wise as God and yielded to
their desire.

In Genesis 3:8-10 you will notice that after
their sin of rebellion God talked to Adam.
It is doubtful that this was the first time
God had spoken to them.

Even so Adam and Eve looked [were
lured] at the fruit of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil, they wanted
to become wise as God [enticed] and they
understood what God had commanded.

5. Un pacto establecido con un individuo con el
proposiyo de traer perdon.

Aproximadamente 350 afios despues, unos cuantos afios despues
de la muerte de Noé, nacié Abraham. Setenta y cinco afios despues
Dios llamé a Abraham. “El Sefior le dijo a Abram: «Deja tu tierra,
tus parientes y la casa de tu padre, y vete a la tierra que te
mostraré.» Haré de ti una nacion grande, y te bendeciré; haré
famoso tu nombre, y seras una bendicion. Bendeciré a los que te
bendigan y maldeciré a los que te maldigan; jpor medio de ti seran
bendecidas todas las familias de la tierra!» Abram partio, tal como
el Sefior se lo habia ordenado, y Lot se fue con él. Abram tenia
setenta y cinco afios cuando salié de Jaran.” (Génesis 12:1-4) “Asi
fue con Abraham: «Le crey0 a Dios, y esto se le tomé en cuenta
como justicia.»” (Génesis 3:6)

Cuando afirmo “todas las familias de la tierra”, obviamente no se
estaba refiriendo solamente a la nacion de Israel la cual todavia
habria de venir porque dice todas las familias de la tierra. “En
efecto, la Escritura, habiendo previsto que Dios justificaria por la
fe a las naciones, anuncio de antemano el evangelio a Abraham:
«Por medio de ti seran bendecidas todas las naciones.» ... las
promesas se le hicieron a Abraham y a su descendencia. La
Escritura no dice: «y a los descendientes», como refiriéndose a
muchos, sino: «y a tu descendencia», dando a entender uno solo,
que es Cristo.” (Galatas 3:8,16)




Their choosing to yield to their desires
[conceived] rather than obey God clearly
shows they had the ability to make
decisions. Did Satan force them to eat of
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil?
No! Did God prevent them from choosing
to yield? No! It was their choice to obey
or disobey God.

Centuries later James stated “Let no one
say when he is tempted, ‘I am tempted by
God,’ for God cannot be tempted by evil,
and he himself tempts no one. But each
one is tempted when he is lured and enticed
by his own desires. Then when desire
conceives, it gives birth to sin, and when
sin is full grown, it gives birth to death.”
(James 1:13-15 NET) James was right.

They yielded to their desire to be as wise as
God. They rebelled against God by not
honoring His command! They sinned! This
severed that perfect relationship with the
eternal all loving and merciful God. The
consequence was harsh but just. Their guilt
was heavy and there was not a thing they
could do to earn a way back to that
relationship. God gave a hint of something
He had planned to occur in the future,
something that would allow man to return
to that relationship. “And I will put enmity
[hostility] between you and the woman, and
between your offspring [seed] and hers; he
will crush your head, and you will strike
his heel." (Genesis 3:15 NIV)

Later this lesson will examine God’s plan
for redeeming man so he can return to that
previous perfect relationship.

Chapter 4

God becomes angry with the wickedness
of man.

Years passed after Adam and Eve chose to
disobey and man’s relationship with God
grew worse. In fact, it became intolerable.
“The LORD saw that the wickedness of man
was great in the earth, and that every
imagination of the thoughts of his heart
was only evil continually. And the LORD

La muchacha fue y trajo a la madre del nifio, y la hija del
faradn le dijo:—LIlévate a este nifio y criamelo. Yo te pagaré por
hacerlo. Fue asi como la madre del nifio se lo llevd y lo cri6. Ya
crecido el nifio, se lo llevé a la hija del faradn, y ella lo adopt6
como hijo suyo; ademas, le puso por nombre Moiseés, pues dijo:
«jYo lo saqué del rio!»” (Exodo 2:5-10)

“Por la fe Moises, ya adulto, renuncio a ser llamado hijo de la hija
del faradn. Prefirié ser maltratado con el pueblo de Dios a disfrutar
de los efimeros placeres del pecado.” (Hebreos 11:24-25) “...pero
Moisés huy6 del faradn y se fue a la tierra de Madién, donde se
qued6é a vivir junto al pozo.” (Exodo 2:15) Habiendo sido
entrenado en los lujos de la realeza Egipcia, Moises tenia cuarenta
afios cuando huyd del faradn y de Egipto. Por los siguientes
cuarenta afios de su vida de 120 afios €l fue un modesto pastor, una
profesidn menospreciada por los Egipcios pero horrada por Dios.

“Un dia en que Moisés estaba cuidando el rebafio de Jetro, su
suegro, que era sacerdote de Madian, llevo las ovejas hasta el otro
extremo del desierto y lleg6 a Horeb, la montafia de Dios. Estando
alli, el angel del Sefior se le aparecio entre las llamas de una zarza
ardiente. Moisés not6 que la zarza estaba envuelta en llamas, pero
que no se consumia, asi que pensé: «jQue increible! VVoy a ver por
qué no se consume la zarza.» Cuando el Sefior vio que Moises se
acercaba a mirar, lo llamo desde la zarza: —jMoisés, Moisés! —
Aqui me tienes —respondid. —No te acerques mas —Ile dijo
Dios—. Quitate las sandalias, porque estas pisando tierra santa.
Yo soy el Dios de tu padre. Soy el Dios de Abraham, de Isaac y de
Jacob. Al oir esto, Moisés se cubrio el rostro, pues tuvo miedo de
mirar a Dios.” (Exodo 3:1-6) “Pero el Sefior sigui6 diciendo: —
Ciertamente he visto la opresion que sufre mi pueblo en Egipto.
Los he escuchado quejarse de sus capataces, y conozco bien sus
penurias. Asi que he descendido para librarlos del poder de los
egipcios... Asi que dispdnte a partir. VVoy a enviarte al faradn para
que saques de Egipto a los israelitas, que son mi pueblo.” (Exodo
3:7-11)




was sorry (repented — KJV) that he had
made man on the earth, and it grieved him
to his heart. So, the LORD said, ‘I will blot
out (destroy - ASV) man whom | have
created from the face of the ground, man
and beast and creeping things and birds of
the air, for | am sorry that | have made
them.”” (Genesis 6:5-7 RSV)

But there was hope for mankind for “Noah
found favor in the eyes of the LORD”
(Genesis 6:8 RSV). “By faith Noah, being
warned by God concerning events as yet
unseen, took heed and constructed an ark
[boat, ship] for the saving of his household;
by this he condemned the world and
became an heir of the righteousness which
comes by faith.” (Hebrews 11:7 RSV)
Noah did what God desired not what he
wanted to do even while all those around
him continued to live wickedly. | am sure
you took note that God punished the
rebellious and wicked but had mercy and
saved the righteous.

So far we have seen that God planned for
man’s seed, at some time, to crush the head
of the great deceiver (the accuser, Satan).
He promised also, but not necessarily at the
same time, to punish the wicked and have
grace and mercy on the righteous.

Chapter 5
God’s Promise to Bless All Nations

About 350 years following Noah and the
flood that destroyed all living except for
Noah and his family, Abraham was born
and seventy-five years later God called
Abraham. “The LORD said to Abram,
‘Leave your land, your relatives, and your
father's home. Go to the land that I will
show you. | will make you a great nation, |
will bless you. I will make your name
great, and you will be a blessing. I will
bless those who bless you, and whoever
curses you, | will curse. Through you every
family on earth will be blessed.” So Abram
left, as the LoRD had told him.” (Genesis
12:1-4 GWT) “He (Abraham) believed

Ustedes quédense quietos, que el Sefior
presentara batalla por ustedes...(Dijo el Sefior) jVVoy a cubrirme de
gloria a costa del faradn y de su ejército, y de sus carros y jinetes!...
Al recobrar las aguas su estado normal, se tragaron a todos los
carros y jinetes del faradn, y a todo el ejército que habia entrado al
mar para perseguir a los israelitas. Ninguno de ellos qued6 con
vida.” (Exodo 14:13-14,17,28)

Al continuar su viaje hacia la tierra que Dios prometio a Abraham,
Isaac y Jacob, ellos vinieron al monte Sinai. Cuando ellos salieron
de Egipto ellos eran esclavos viviendo bajo el liderazgo y leyes
Egipcias pero ahora necesitaban volverse una nacion. Aqui les dio
Dios mediante Moisés muchos mandamientos (incluyendo
aquellos comunmente referidos como los diez mandamientos),
reglamentos y regulaciones para governarlos al tomar ellos su
lugar entre las naciones. Estas leyers crearon una conciencia sobre
el pecado. “Asi que la ley vino a ser nuestro guia [tutora-
(Castellana), maestro-(BLS)] encargado de conducirnos a Cristo,
para que fuéramos justificados por la fe.” (Galatas 3:24)

¢ Sera este dador de leyes, Moisés [descendencia de
Abraham], la persona que bendeciria a todas las familias de
la tierra?

Moisés muri6 no siendo permitido entrar a la tierra prometida a
Abraham. El n6 bendijo a todas las naciones — solo a la nacion de
Israel. Josué se volvio el lider de Dios para ellos. Uno puede leer
todo sobre las pruebas y tribulaciones de los hijos de Israel, los
descendientes de Abraham desde el hijo de la promesa, Isaac. Fué
una batalla constante para ellos el vivir fieles a Dios. Ellos
constantemente permitieron que sus deseos los extraviaran. Su ley,
la ley dada por Dios mediante Moisés, no ofrecia ningun perdon,
solo sefialaba a un redentor, un mesias, alguien que tenia que venir.
Pero Dios siempre los recibio cuando se daban cuenta de su
maldad, se arrepentian y volvian para guardar sus mandamientos.

¢Es usted como los hijos de Israel? ¢Esta siendo
constatemente bombardeado por las tentaciones, a veces
cediendo y en necesidad de perdon?

6. Un Nuevo Pacto




God, and it was credited to him as
righteousness.” (Galatians 3:6 NIV)

When He stated all families of the earth,
obviously He was not referring only to the
nation of Israel which was yet to come for
it states all families of the earth. “The
Scripture foresaw that God would justify
the Gentiles by faith, and announced the
gospel in advance to Abraham: ‘All nations
will be blessed through you.” ... The
promises were spoken to Abraham and to
his seed. The Scripture does not say ‘and to
seeds,” meaning many people, but "and to
your seed,” meaning one person, who is
Christ.” (Galatians 3:8, 16 NIV)

Hundreds of years passed and the
descendants of Abraham, estimated to be
over 2 million men, were slaves in Egypt.
“A man from the family of Levi took a
woman also descended from Levi as his
wife. When she conceived and had a son,
upon seeing what a fine child he was, she
hid him for three months.” (Exodus 2:1-2
CJB) “Then Pharaoh's daughter went down
to the Nile to bathe, and her attendants
were walking along the river bank. She saw
the basket among the reeds and sent her
slave girl to get it. She opened it and saw
the baby. He was crying, and she felt sorry
for him. ‘This is one of the Hebrew
babies,’ she said. Then his sister asked
Pharaoh's daughter, ‘Shall I go and get one
of the Hebrew women to nurse the baby for
you?’ ‘Yes, go,” she answered. And the girl
went and got the baby's mother. Pharaoh's
daughter said to her, ‘Take this baby and
nurse him for me, and I will pay you.” So,
the woman took the baby and nursed him.
When the child grew older, she took him to
Pharaoh's daughter and he became her son.
She named him Moses, saying, ‘I drew him
out of the water.”” (Exodus 2:5-10 NIV)

“By faith Moses, when he became of age,
refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's
daughter, choosing rather to suffer
affliction with the people of God than to
enjoy the passing pleasures of sin.”
(Hebrews 11:24-25 NKJV)

“Vienen dias —afirma el Sefior— en que haré un nuevo pacto con
el pueblo de Israel y con la tribu de Juda. No serd un pacto como
el que hice con sus antepasados el dia en que los tomé de la mano
y los saqué de Egipto.” (Jeremias 31:31-32) “Se han acercado a
Dios, el juez de todos; a los espiritus de los justos que han llegado
a la perfeccion; a Jesus, el mediador de un nuevo pacto...”

“But Moses fled from the face of Pharaoh,
and dwelt in the land of Midian: and he sat
down by a well” (Exodus 2:15 ASV).
Having been trained in the luxuries of
Egyptian royalty Moses was 40 years old
when he fled Pharaoh and Egypt. For the
next forty years of his 120-year life he was
a lowly shepherd, a profession despised by
the Egyptians but honored by God.

“Now Moses was pasturing the flock of
Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of
Midian; and he led the flock to the west
side of the wilderness and came to Horeb,
the mountain of God. The angel of the
LoRD appeared to him in a blazing fire
from the midst of a bush; and he looked,
and behold, the bush was burning with fire,
yet the bush was not consumed. So, Moses
said, | must turn aside now and see this
marvelous sight, why the bush is not
burned up. When the LORD saw that he
turned aside to look, God called to him
from the midst of the bush and said,
‘Moses, Moses!” And he said, ‘Here I am.’
Then He said, ‘Do not come near here;
remove your sandals from your feet, for the
place on which you are standing is holy
ground.’ He said also, ‘I am the God of
your father, the God of Abraham, the God
of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” Then
Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to
look at God.” (Exodus 3:1-6 NASU)

“Then the LORD said, ‘I have seen the
affliction of my people who are in Egypt,
and have heard their cry because of their
taskmasters; |1 know their sufferings, and |
have come down to deliver them out of the
hand of the Egyptians ... Come, I will send
you to Pharaoh that you may bring forth
my people, the sons of Israel, out of
Egypt.”” (Exodus 3:7-11 RSV)

“When Pharaoh let the people go, God did
not lead them on the road through the
Philistine country, though that was shorter.
For God said, ‘If they face war, they might
change their minds and return to Egypt.’
So, God led the people around by the
desert road toward the Red Sea.” (Exodus
13:17-18 NIV) But Pharaoh, desiring to

nuevo pacto. Este sacrificio de sangre del encarnado Dios provee
lo que el sacrificio de sangre de toros y machos cabrios del pacto
de Dios dado por Moisés no es capaz de hacer. EI no permanecio
muerto (su cuerpo fisico no se corrompid) al levantarlo Dios de la
tumba de ese modo rompiendo el Unico lazo que Satanas tenia
sobre el hombre. “Pondré enemistad entre td y la mujer, y entre tu
simiente y la de ella; su simiente te aplastara la cabeza, pero tu le
morderas el talon.” (Génesis 3:15)

¢ el sacrificio de Cristo provee perdon a todos o solo a
aquellos que escogen aceptar a él y su obsequio?

Dios prometio a Abraham, Isaac y Jacob que a sus descendientes
les seria dado la tierra de la cuel fluye leche y miel, una tierra
prometida terrenal. Esta promesa fue cumplida despues de dejar la
esclavitud atras y aceptar el pacto de Dios mediante Moisés con
los sacrificios de sangre de corderos y “toros y machos cabrios.”
Sin embargo, solo aquellos que pusieron su confianza en Dios
mediante la obediencia fueron permitidos de entrar. Por cientos de
afios alcanzaron a ser grandes mientras eran fieles a Dios
guardando sus mandamientos y fueron profundamente hundidos
cuando se rebelaron contra Dios siguiendo los caminos del mundo
que los rodeaba. Sin embargo, Dios siempre fue fiel en aceptarlos
cuando ellos reconocian sus pecados, se arrepentian de sus
maldades y pedian la misericordia y el perdon de Dios.

La promesa de Dios a los descendientes de Abraham que
bendeciria a todas las naciones llegdé con el nacimiento de Jesus
por el Espirirtu Santo mediante Maria. EI cumplimiento de todas
las profecias, su vida, milagros y testimonios de testigos de vista,
y algunos testigos seculares, no-cristianos o romanos, dejan
ninguna duda sobre la afirmacion que hizo de ser “Hijo de Dios y
el Hijo del Hombre.”

Las ensefianzas de Moisés con ciclo anual de sacrificios fueron
solo una sombra de las cosas buenas en el futuro. No fueron con
exactitud las mismas cosas. Nunca lograron hacer perfectos a los
que adoraban. Si estos sacrificios hubieran podido hacer perfectos
a los que adoraban, los sacrificios se hubieran detenido hace
mucho tiempo atrds. Aquellos que adoraban hubieran sido
limpiados una vez y para siempre. Sus consecuencias hubieran
sido libre de pedado. (La sangre de toros y machos cabrios no
puede sacar el pecado.) Este pacto dado por Dios mediante Moisés
fué sélo un prototipo, modelo o sombra de un nuevo y mejor pacto
establecido por Dios mediante Cristo, Dios encarnado. “Por €so,
al entrar en el mundo, Cristo dijo: «A ti no te complacen sacrificios
ni ofrendas; en su lugar, me preparaste un cuerpo; no te agradaron
ni holocaustos ni sacrificios por el pecado. Por eso dije: "Aqui me
tienes —como el libro dice de mi—[Salmos 40:6-8]. He venido,
oh Dios, a hacer tu voluntad." » Primero dijo: «Sacrificios y
ofrendas, holocaustos y expiaciones no te complacen ni fueron de
tu agrado» (a pesar de que la ley de Moises exigia que se




keep the Israelites as slaves, changed his
mind and pursued after them with his
mighty army. “Moses answered the people,
‘Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will
see the deliverance the LoRrD will bring you
today. The Egyptians you see today you
will never see again. The LorD will fight
for you; you need only to be still.”... But
the Lord said ‘The Egyptians will know
that | am the LorRD when | gain glory
through Pharaoh, his chariots and his
horsemen.’ ... The water flowed back and
covered the chariots and horsemen — the
entire army of Pharaoh that had followed
the Israelites into the sea. Not one of them
survived.” (Exodus 14:13-14; 17; 14:28
NIV)

As they continued their journey toward the
land God promised to Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob, they came to Mount Sinai. When
they left Egypt, they were slaves living
under Egyptian laws and leadership but
they now needed to become a nation. Here
God through Moses gave them many
commandments (including those commonly
referred to as the Ten Commandments),
rules and regulations to govern them as
they took their place among other nations.
These laws created an awareness of sin.
Thus “the law was our schoolmaster [tutor-
(ASV); custodian-(RSV); guardian-(ESV)] to
bring us unto Christ, that we might be
justified by faith.” (Galatians 3:24 KJV)

Is this law giver, Moses [Abraham’s seed],
the person that would bless all families of
the earth? NO, Moses was not the Messiah.

Chapter 6
Law and Covenant

Moses died never entering the land
promised to Abraham as he took credit
upon himself for what God did when he
struck the rock for water. God through
Moses did not bless all nations - only the
nation of Israel. Joshua became God’s
leader for them. One can read all about the
trials and tribulations of the Children of
Israel, Abraham’s descendants from the

Primero dice: «Este es el pacto que haré con ellos después de aquel
tiempo —dice el Sefior—:Pondré mis leyes en su corazon, y las
escribiré en su mente.»” (Hebreos 10:1-16)

“Después afiade: «Y nunca mas me acordaré de sus pecados y
maldades.» Y cuando éstos han sido perdonados, ya no hace falta
otro sacrificio por el pecado. Asi que, hermanos, mediante la
sangre de JesUs, tenemos plena libertad para entrar en el Lugar
Santisimo.” (Hebreos 10:17-19) El nuevo pacto vino con el
sacrificio de sangre de Jesus de Nazaret, un hombre sin manchas
o imperfeccion de pecado, “jEl Cordero de Dios que quita el
pecado del mundo!”

7. Aceptando el Regalo de Salvacién

Como es mostrado por Adan y Eva, a todos los seres humanos les
fué dado la habilidad de tomar deciciones y escoger. Esto también
es mostrado por el constante rebelar y arrepentirse de la gente que
Dios escogid para que traiga a Cristo al mundo. “Porque la paga
del pecado es muerte, mientras que la dadiva de Dios es vida eterna
en Cristo Jesus, nuestro Sefior.” (Romanos 6:23) Aquellos que
deciden ser parte de este nuevo pacto reciben salvacion, para el
perdon de los pecados, la promesa del perdon que continla
mediante el vivir correcto mediante la sangre limpiadora de Cristo
y la tierra prometida espriritual. “De hecho, en ningln otro hay
salvacion, porque no hay bajo el cielo otro nombre dado a los
hombres mediante el cual podamos ser salvos.”

Then I said,
‘Lo, | have come to do thy will, O God," as
it is written of me in the roll of the book.
When he said above, ‘Thou hast neither
desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and
offerings and burnt offerings and sin
offerings’ (these are offered according to
the law), then he added, ‘Lo, I have come
to do thy will.” He abolishes the first in
order to establish the second. And by that
will we have been sanctified [made holy -
NIV] through the offering of the body of
Jesus Christ once for all.” (Hebrews 10:4-
10 RSV)

“Concerning this salvation, the prophets,
who spoke of the grace that was to come to
you, searched intently and with the greatest
care, trying to find out the time and
circumstances to which the Spirit of Christ
in them was pointing when he predicted the
sufferings of Christ and the glories that
would follow. It was revealed to them that
they were not serving themselves but you,
when they spoke of the things that have
now been told you by those who have
preached the gospel to you by the Holy
Spirit sent from heaven. Even angels long
to look into these things.” (1 Peter 1:10-12
NIV)

Therefore, the pouring out of Christ’s
blood, the giving of His life and body as
the atoning sacrifice by crucifixion, and
His resurrection from the grave
established the New Covenant. This
blood sacrifice, sin-offering, of the
incarnate God provides what the sin-
offering of blood of bulls and goats of the
covenant given by God through Moses was
not able to do. Christ did not remain dead
(His physical body did not see corruption;
i.e., decay and return to dust. Psalm 16:10)
as God raised Him from the grave thereby
overcoming the only hold Satan had on
man. Therefore Christ, the seed of Adam,
crushed the head of Satan when He was
brought back to life, resurrected, thereby
becoming victorious over death. “And |
will put enmity [hostility] between you and
the woman, and between your offspring
[seed] and hers; he will crush your head,
and you will strike his heel.” (Genesis 3:15
NIV)

Does Christ’s atoning sacrifice provide
forgiveness to everyone or only to those
who choose to accept Him and His free gift
of salvation?

God promised Abraham, Isaac and Jacob
that their descendants would be given a
land flowing with milk and honey, an
earthly Promised Land. This promise was
fulfilled following their leaving Egyptian
slavery behind and accepting God’s
covenant through Moses with the sacrifices
of the blood of sheep and “bulls and
goats.” However, only those who put their
trust in God through obedience and
remained faithful were allowed to enter
into their Promised Land.

For hundreds of years, they reached great
heights while faithful to God by keeping
His commandments and sank to great
depths when they rebelled against God by
following the ways of the world around
them. However, God was always faithful
to accept them back when they
acknowledged their sins, repented of their
wickedness and asked for God’s mercy and
forgiveness.

God’s promise to Abraham that his “seed”
would bless all nations arrived with the
birth of Jesus by the Holy Spirit through
Mary. The fulfillment of all prophecies,
His life, miracles and eye witness
testimony, and some secular, non-Christian
or Roman, witnesses leave no doubt about
His claim to be the “Son of God and the
Son of Man.”

“For since the law (Old Covenant) has but a
shadow of the good things to come instead
of the true form of these realities, it can
never, by the same sacrifices that are
continually offered every year, make
perfect those who draw near. Otherwise,
would they not have ceased to be offered,
since the worshipers, having once been
cleansed, would no longer have any
consciousness of sin? But in these
sacrifices, there is a reminder of sin every
year. For it is impossible for the blood of
bulls and goats to take away sins.

“Consequently, when Christ came into the
world, he said, ‘Sacrifices and offerings
you have not desired, but a body have you
prepared for me; in burnt offerings and sin
offerings you have taken no pleasure.’
Then I said, ‘Behold, I have come to do
your will, O God, as it is written of me in
the scroll of the book.’

“When he said above, ‘You have neither
desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and
offerings and burnt offerings and sin
offerings’ (these are offered according to
the law), then he added, ‘Behold, I have
come to do your will. He abolishes the first
in order to establish the second. And by
that will we have been sanctified through

“And every priest stands daily at his
service, offering repeatedly the same
sacrifices, which can never take away sins.
But when Christ had offered for all time a
single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the
right hand of God, waiting from that time
until his enemies should be made a
footstool for his feet. For by a single
offering, he has perfected for all time those
who are being sanctified. And the Holy
Spirit also bears witness to us; for after
saying, ‘This is the covenant that I will
make with them after those days, declares
the Lord: I will put my laws on their hearts,
and write them on their minds.””” (Hebrews
10:1-16 ESV)

“Then he adds, ‘I will no longer hold their
sins and their disobedience against them.’
When sins are forgiven, there is no longer
any need to sacrifice for sins. Brothers and
sisters, because of the blood of Jesus we
can now confidently go into the holy
place.” (Hebrews 10:17-19 GWT) The
New Covenant came with the blood
sacrifice of Jesus of Nazareth, a man
without the spots or blemishes of sin, “The
Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the
world!”
